We are closed on major holidays, 2 

teacher workdays, and for one week 

during Christmas. 

College Hill Childcare Cooperative 

was founded in 1981 by a group of 

parents who were dissatisfied with 

what they found in most child care 

centers; high child to teacher ratios, 

low quality of care and few options 

for parents who have flexible 

schedules to be involved in their 

child’s early education.
